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TOUR REPORT
GRAND AUSTRALIA PART I
VICTORIA AND QUEENSLAND
October 15—-November 1, 2008

Tick, tick, tickaroo became the chorus of our group as the fabulous, colorful,
and rare birds of Australia focused sharply in our binoculars. Beyond the
birds, we enjoyed great mammals, reptiles, amphibians, wildflowers, and
camaraderie.

We commenced our tour in sunny Queensland. At our first stop, just south of
Brisbane, we were lucky enough to enjoy fantastic views of the rare Square-
tailed Kite at the nest, a dozing koala, and a Tawny Frogmouth on the nest.
We spent the next two days exploring Lamington National Park while based at
the wonderful O’Reilly’s Guesthouse. Exploring the Kerry Valley with our good
friend Tim O’Reilly turned up the elusive White-eared Monarch, Speckled
Warbler, Wompoo Fruit-Dove, and some surprise Black Falcons. In the
tussock grassland adjoining the mountain rainforest, we had the most
astonishing views of a Spotted Quail-thrush, while deeper in the forest interior
we found a pair of Paradise Riflebirds and a sensational Marbled Frogmouth.

Winging our way to the tropical north, our stay at Kingfisher Park was
wonderful, with good food, accommodations, and birds. One of our best
sightings was a pair of Masked Owls—one of Australia’s toughest nocturnal
birds—at dusk, sitting in a tree hollow. Our good luck with nocturnal birds
continued with a superb view of a Lesser Sooty-Owl a couple of nights later.
We especially enjoyed great views of Chowchilla, Fernwren, Pied Monarch,
Lovely Fairywren, Black Bittern, Tooth-billed Bowerbird at the display ground,
Yellow-breasted Boatbill, male Victoria’s Riflebird , Chestnut-breasted
Cuckoo, Squatter Pigeon, Black-throated Finch, flocks of Sarus Crane, and
Papuan Frogmouth on the nest, to mention a few. A super view of a platypus
was a great bonus.

Our day on the Barrier Reef produced terns a plenty, while the snorkelers
enjoyed fish-watching with sightings ranging from black anemone fish to the
superb harlequin tuskfish and giant humphead Maori wrasse, with a small
black-tipped reef shark thrown into the mix.

Arriving in Melbourne, we made our way to Deniliquin. Now it was time for a
really huge day as we kicked off proceedings with our good friend Phil Maher.
Megabirds came fast and furious all day, including Superb Parrot, Australian
Spotted Crake, Musk Duck, Red-backed Kingfisher, White-backed Swallow,
Gilbert’s Whistler, and Diamond Firetail in the morning session. After lunch we
scoped delicate Australian Pratincoles, cobalt-blue White-winged Fairywren,
and more than 50 Inland Dotterels.



During the evening we turned up a stunning pair of Plains-wanderers. The
female displayed and called to the male; quite unconcerned by the bright
lights on her, she even ate a large cricket right in front of us. This was an
extraordinary encounter with this fascinating bird. Other good sightings
included the delicate carnivorous marsupial known as the fat-tailed dunnart,
plus a mob of red kangaroos. One of the great birding days in the world!

At Hattah Lakes we found Emus, delicate Mallee Emuwrens, secretive
Striated Grasswrens, unbelievable Splendid Fairywrens, and colorful Mulga
and Regent parrots. We also had a superb encounter with the wonderful
Major Mitchell’s Cockatoo.

Our final birding stop was the Little Desert National Park where we saw lots of
great birds, with pride of place going to the Malleefowl—the enigmatic desert
megapode. Other great sightings followed in rapid succession, including point-
blank views of Rufous Fieldwren, the rare Slender-billed Thornbill, stunning
views of the scarce nomadic Black Honeyeater, not so cooperative Purple-
gaped Honeyeaters, and a fence line covered in dapper White-fronted Chats.
Watching a large female Black Falcon being knocked off its fence post perch
by an antagonistic Spotted Harrier made everyone ooh and aah!

We finished our trip with 348 species of birds—an excellent result—virtually
half of the birds of Australia in two weeks.

Sadly, our tour was over. It was a very special group and | would like to thank
all of the participants for the good laughs and special moments we enjoyed in
the field. So special thanks to Nancy Brown, Patricia Carrington, Kathy
Francone, Rachel Hopper, John and Molly Kaye, Martha O’Neal, and Nick

(50). This is the eastern subspecies coromandus sometimes
given full species status.

Rufous Night Heron Nycticorax caledonicus: (1) DR and (1)
Deni.

Black Bittern Ixobrychus flavicollis: (1) DR: a male seen in
flight three times: a typical encounter with this shy bird.

Black-necked Stork Ephippiorhynchus asiaticus: (1-2) seen
on 3 dates including a pair on the CE.

Glossy Ibis Plegadis falcinellus: (1) on 27 Oct at Deni.
Australian White Ibis Threskiornis molucca: Recorded on 8
days with max. (50) on 20-21 Oct.

Straw-necked lbis T. spinicollis: Recorded on 12 days with
max. (50) at KV on 21 Oct.

Royal Spoonbill Platalea regia: Recorded on 6 days with max.
(10) on 21 Oct at CE.

Yellow-billed Spoonbill P. flavipes: E (1) near Heathcote on
26 Oct and (10) on Lake Hattah on both 28 and 30 Oct.

Magpie Goose Anseranas semipalmatus: (5) DR and (100)
Hastie’'s Swamp.

Black Swan Cygnus atratus: E Recorded on 4 days with max.
(10) at Deni on 27 Oct.

Australian Shelduck Tadorna tadornoides: E Recorded on 3
days with max. (10) Deni on 27 Oct.

Green Pygmy-Goose Nettapus pulchellus: (20) at LM on 22
Oct.

Australian Wood Duck Chenonetta jubata: Recorded on 7
days with max. (100) on 18 Oct at KV.

Australian Grey Teal Anas gracilis: Recorded on 6 days with
max. (1000) Lake Hattah on both 28 and 30 Oct.

Chestnut Teal Anas castanea. (1) male at Lake Hattah on 28
Oct.

Pacific Black Duck A. superciliosa: Recorded on 9 days with
max. (20) Deni

Australasian Shoveler A. clypeata: (10) at Lake Hattah on 30
Oct.

Hardhead Aythya australis: Recorded on 5 days with max.
(20) Deni.

Musk Duck Biziura lobata: E (3) males including displaying
birds at Deni on 27 Oct. Always a bizarre bird especially in
display.

Black-shouldered Kite Elanus axillaris: E (1) on 18 Oct and
(3) on 23 Oct on the Atherton tablelands.

Black Kite Milvus migrans: Recorded on 7 days with max.
(20) on 21 Oct in north Queensland.

Brahminy Kite Haliastur indus: (1) 23 Oct was our only
sighting.

Whistling Kite Haliastur sphenurus: Recorded on 8 days with
max. (10) on 28 Oct.

White-bellied Sea-eagle Haliaeetus leucogaster. (1) on 25
Oct at Hastie’'s Swamp and (1) subadult on 28 Oct at
Moulamein.

Swamp Harrier Circus approximans: (1) 21 Oct near
Yungaburra and (1) 27 Oct near Deni.

Spotted Harrier Circus assimilis: E (2) near Little Desert
Lodge on 31 Oct gave great views of this scarce bird.

Brown Goshawk Accipiter fasciatus: (1) on 30 Oct near Nhill
was our only sighting.



Grey Goshawk A. novaehollandiae: E (1) distantly on 18 Oct
in Kerry Valley thermalling with a Wedge-tailed Eagle; (1) on 19
Oct gave a great perched view in an open field adjoining
montane rainforest at OR with (2) near Cassowary House and
then flying over Kuranda on 25 Oct.

Collared Sparrowhawk A. cirrhocephalus: (1) seen by Kathy
in CL on 24 Oct; (1) Deni wastewater farm on 27 Oct and (2)
HLNP on 29 Oct.

Wedge-tailed Eagle Aquila audax: Recorded on 4 days with
max. (10) Deni on 27 Oct.

Little Eagle Hieraaetus morphnoides: E Singles seen on 29,
30 and 31 Oct. Now endemic as split from New Guinea
population

Square-tailed Kite Lophoictinia isura: E (2 adults and 1 large
chick) at nest in south Brisbane on 18 Oct was a good sighting
of a rare endemic.

Osprey Pandion haliaetus: (6) on 24 Oct at CE.

Brown Falcon Falco berigora: Recorded on 5 days with max.
(10) on 27 Oct at Deni.

Australian Kestrel F.cenchroides: Recorded on 9 days with
max. (20) between Deni and Ouyen on 28 Oct.

Australian Hobby F. longipennis: (1) female gave a good
perched view near Deni on 26 Oct. (2) seen swiftly in flight as
we approached Melbourne on 31 Oct.

Black Falcon F. subniger. E (1) gave an excellent flight and
perched view as it hunted over a paddock south of Nhill on 31
Oct until it was pushed off its perch by a Spotted Harrier. (2)
also scoped in distance over turf farm at KV on 18 Oct. Always
a good bird to see as naturally scarce.

Peregrine Falcon F. peregrinus: (1) on 18 Oct at KV, (1) 21
Oct at CE and (1) 26 Oct near Deni.

Orange-footed Scrubfowl Megapodius reinwardt. (2-4) daily
at KP.

Australian Brush Turkey Alectura lathami: E OR (10-20)
daily, KP (5-10) daily

Malleefowl Leipoa ocellata: E (2) in LDNP in Whimpey’s fox
proof sanctuary on 310ct.

Brown Quail Coturnix ypsilophora: (5) crossing a dry creek
bed in KV on 19 Oct.



Sarus Crane G.antigone: (200) on 21 Oct at various sites
near Atherton. (10) near Hastie’s Swamp on 25 Oct.

Red-necked Crake Rallina tricolor. Heard only at KP on two
dates.

Buff-banded Rail Gallirallus philippensis: Single seen
crossing road near DR on 23 Oct.

Australian Spotted Crake P. fluminea: E (2) Deni including
one spotlit at night!

White-browed Crake P. cinerea: (1) CL on 26 Oct gave a
great view.

Purple Swamphen Porphyrio porphyrio: Recorded on 3 days
with max. (100) at Hastie’s Swamp on 25 Oct.

Dusky Moorhen Gallinula tenebrosa: (5) KV on 18 Oct was
our only sighting.

Black-tailed Native-hen G. ventralis: E (1) spotlit at Deni on
27 Oct and (100) at Hattah Lake on 30 Oct.

Eurasian Coot Fulica atra: Recorded on 2 days with max. (50)
at Hastie’s Swamp on 25 Oct.

Australian Bustard Ardeotis australis: (6) East Maryfarms Rd
near Mount Carbine on 22 Oct included three spectacular males
in display.

Plains-wanderer Pedionomus torquatus: E (1) a stunning
female and male together on 27 Oct at Deni found at night by
spotlight. The female displayed, mooed like a cow and even ate
crickets-a remarkable performance from this enigmatic rarity.

Comb-crested Jacana Irediparra gallinacea: (1) LM on 22
Oct.

Bush Stone-curlew Burhinus grallarius: (3) CL on 21 Oct
included a recently hatched very cute chick. Also heard at KP
and LDL where it has been re-introduced.

Beach Stone-curlew Esacus magnirostris: (1) on CE on 21
Oct was a great bird.

Black-winged Stilt Himantopus himantopus: (4-10) seen on
four days.

Red-necked Avocet Recurvirostra novaehollandiae: E (50)
at Lake Hattah on 28 and 30 Oct.



Pacific Golden Plover Pluvialis fulva: (2) CE on 26 Oct.
Greater Sand Plover C. leschenaultii: (1) CE on 21 Oct.
Lesser Sand Plover C. mongolus: (3) CE on 21 Oct.
Red-capped Plover C. ruficapillus: E (1) CE on 21 Oct and
(1) Lake Hattah on 28 Oct.

Inland Dotterel Peltohyas australis: E (50) Deni on 27 Oct
was one of the largest flocks | have ever seen and an indicator
of the severity of the drought in this area.

Black-fronted Dotterel Elseyornis melanops: E Recorded on
3 days with max. (20) Hattah Lake on 28 and 30 Oct.
Red-kneed Dotterel Erythrogonys cinctus: E (20) Hattah
Lake on 28 Oct.

Banded Lapwing Vanellus tricolor. E (4) KV on a turf farm
and (20) Deni.

Masked Lapwing Vanellus miles: Recorded on 10 days.

Latham’s Snipe Gallinago hardwickii: (3) KV on 18 Oct gave
great views feeding in the open with (1) DR on 23 Oct. seen in
flight.

Black-tailed Godwit Limosa limosa: (10) CE on 26 Oct.
Bar-tailed Godwit L. /lapponica: (10-20) on every visit to CE.
Whimbrel Numenius phaeopus: (5-10) CE on both visits of
the Siberian breeding subspecies variegatus.

Eastern Curlew N. madagascariensis: (1) CE on 26 Oct.
Marsh Sandpiper Tringa stagnatilis: (1) Hastie’'s Swamp on
25 Oct.

Common Greenshank T. nebularia: (2) CE on both visits.
Terek Sandpiper Xenus cinereus: (5) CE on 21 Oct.
Common Sandpiper Actitis hypoleucos: (1) DR on 23 Oct.
Grey-tailed Tattler Heteroscelus brevipes: (2) CE on 21 Oct.
Ruddy Turnstone Arenaria interpres: (5) MC on 24 Oct.
Red-necked Stint C. ruficollis: (10) CE on 21 Oct.

Common Noddy Anous stolidus: (500) MC

*Rock Pigeon Columba livia: Recorded on 6 days with max.
(100) in Ouyen.

White-headed Pigeon C. leucomela: E (1) ML on 22 Oct was
feeding on the roadside very conveniently. Heard at OR.
*Spotted Turtle-Dove Streptopelia chinensis: Recorded on 5
days with max. (4) Brisbane on 18 Oct.

Brown Cuckoo-dove Macropygia phasianella: E Recorded
on 5 days with max. (2) KV on 18 Oct.

Emerald Dove Chalcophaps indica: (2-10) KP daily and also
at CH on 25 Oct.

Common Bronzewing Phaps chalcoptera. E Recorded on 8
days with max. (10) KV on 18 Oct.

Crested Pigeon Ocyphaps lophotes: E Recorded on 9 days
with max. (50) on at least three dates.

Squatter Pigeon Geophaps scripta: E (1) found in the late
afternoon near Hurricane Dam on 22 Oct gave a great view.
Peaceful Dove G. striata: Recorded on 9 days with max. (20)
on 22 Oct.

Bar-shouldered Dove G. humeralis: Recorded on 4 days with
max. (10) near KP.

Wonga Pigeon Leucosarcia melanoleuca: E (2) OR daily.
Wompoo Fruit-dove Ptilinopus magnificus: (1) Kerry Valley
scoped in a fruiting fig; (2) DR on 23 Oct and (1) at CH in
perfect light from the balcony. Also heard OR, ML and JSF.
Superb Fruit-dove P. superbus: (1) CH for those who were
quick on 25 Oct. Heard most days in north Queensland.

Pied Imperial Pigeon Ducula bicolor. Recorded on 5 days
with max. (100) DR on 23 Oct. Sometimes split as Torresian
Imperial Pigeon D. spilorrhoa.



Topknot Pigeon Lopholaimus antarcticus: E Recorded on 5
days with max. (10) KV-OR including some great perched
scope views.

Red-tailed Black Cockatoo Calyptorhynchus banksii: E (30-
50) in dry woodlands centred on Mareeba in FNQ on two days
gave some good scope perched views.

Galah Eolophus roseicapilla: E Recorded on 7 days with over
(200) on at least three dates.

Little Corella Cacatua sanguinea: (10-20) HLNP on 28 and 30
Oct.

Long-billed Corella C. tenuirostris: E Recorded on 3 days
with max. (50) on drive from Melbourne to Deni on 26 Oct.
Major Mitchell’s Cockatoo C. leadbeateri: E (2) HLNP on 28
Oct gave an incredible crest up perched view right next to us as
they came into drink at a small waterhole. (1-5) were found in
Ouyen on 28-30 Oct.

Sulphur-crested Cockatoo C. galerita: Recorded on 9 days
with max. (100) on 26 Oct.

Cockatiel Nymphicus hollandicus: E (4) Deni on 27 Oct.

Rainbow Lorikeet Trichoglossus haematodus: Recorded on
9 days with max. (50) in KV.

Scaly-breasted Lorikeet T. chlorolepidotus: E (10) KV with
(2-10) on 3 dates in FNQ.

Purple-crowned Lorikeet Glossopsitta porphyrocephala: E
(2) seen in flight only from the bus as we approached
Melbourne on 31 Oct.

Double-eyed Fig-Parrot Cyclopsitta diopthalma: Recorded
on 4 days with best views of (5) at Kuranda on 25 Oct.
Australian King Parrot Alisterus scapularis: E (10-20) OR on
both days landing on your head if necessary for close views. A
magnificent bird.

Superb Parrot Polytelis swainsonii: E (50) Deni on 27 Oct
gave fantastic views feeding in a canola field.

Regent Parrot Polytelis anthopeplus: E (5-10) HLNP on 28
and 30 Oct gave great scope views.

Crimson Rosella Platycercus elegans. E (20-30) OR daily
landing on your head and shoulders for a snack. (1) at Ouyen,
an adult was an unusual record on 28 Oct.

Yellow Rosella Platycercus flaveolus: E (10) in Redgum
forests at Deni and (10) at HLNP. Often considered a
subspecies of Crimson Rosella.



Eastern Rosella P. eximius: E Recorded on 4 days with max.
(10) Deni.

Pale-headed Rosella P. adscitus: E Recorded on 2 days with
(1) in the Kerry Valley below OR on 18 Oct and (3) that came
into drink at the Hurricane Dam on 22 Oct.

Mallee Ringneck Barnardius zonarius: E (2-4) daily HLNP
with (2) near LDNP on 31 Oct.

Mulga Parrot Psephotus varius: E (2) HLNP on both 28 and
30 Oct.

Red-rumped Parrot Psephotus haematonotus: Recorded on
6 days with max. (50) Ouyen.

Blue Bonnet Northiella haematogaster. Recorded on 2 days
with max. (10) Deni.

Pallid Cuckoo Cuculus pallidus: (1) seen in flight on 27 Oct in
Redgum woodland near Deni.

Brush Cuckoo C. variolosus: (1) whistled in and in the scope
in CL on 26 Oct.

Chestnut-breasted Cuckoo C. castaneiventris: (1) found at a
caterpillar infestation in Julatten SF on 23 Oct gave great views.
Fan-tailed Cuckoo C. flabelliformis: (1) KV on 18 Oct gave a
great view. Heard on a couple of other dates.

Horsfield’s Bronze Cuckoo Chrysococcyx basalis: (1) in
LDNP on 31 Oct gave a great view.

Shining Bronze Cuckoo C. lucidus: Heard on three dates.
Little Bronze Cuckoo C. minutillus: Heard and seen briefly on
four dates.

Eastern Koel Eudynamys scolopacea: Heard at night on 23
Oct at KP. Split from Asian Koel by Christidis and Boles (2008)
Channel-billed Cuckoo Scythrops novaehollandiae: (2) in
flight on 18 Oct at KV with (1) giving a great perched view at KP
on 23 Oct.

Pheasant Coucal Centropus phasianinus:. Seen on 4 days
with max. (2) near KP on 21 Oct.

Southern Boobook N. novaeseelandiae: One seen at night
on 19 Oct at OR gave a brief flight view.

Lesser Sooty Owl Tyto multipunctata: E (1) KP gave a
superb view when we went spotlighting on 23 Oct. This
subspecies is now lumped back in with Sooty Owl Tyto



tenebricosa by Christidis and Boles (2008) following a genetic
assessment.

Masked Owl Tyto novaehollandiae: (2) spotlit at dusk at the
entrance to Eucalypt hollows at KP on 21 Oct was a great bird
to see and gave a superb view. Always scarce.

Tawny Frogmouth Podargus strigoides: E (1) found on a
nest by John when we were looking for Koalas in south
Brisbane was a good spot on 18 Oct. A pair seen on a nest at
LDNP on 30-31 Oct.

Papuan Frogmouth P. papuensis: (1) KP on 23 Oct and (2)
DR on separate nests was a good spot.

Marbled Frogmouth P. ocellatus: (1) male OR was
responsive to playback and gave a mega view just after dusk on
19 Oct.

Australian Owlet-nightjar Aegotheles cristatus: (1) found by
Tim in the day was a great piece of spotting at OR on 20 Oct.

Australian Swiftlet Aerodramus terraereginae:. Seen on 6
days with max. (20) DR on 22 Oct where interesting to watch
them drink.
